Axolotl Viewing – submitted by Fred Walden

You will need a small petry dish and a dissecting microscope. Place an axolotl larvae in the petry dish. Syphon all of the water away. Place the lid on the petry dish and flip the dish over. Place the dish under the dissecting microscope. Focus on the throat area. It will be possible to see the heart beating. The teacher should point out the 3 chambers. Move the animal to focus on the gills and watch the blood flow through the gills. The animal should be returned to the water after a few minutes.
