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Axolotls are an endangered species of salamander from Mexico.  The name "axolotl" is an Aztec word meaning water dog or water monstrosity.  A long time ago, these animals were food for the people of the region and were traded as currency.


Wild axolotls live in only one lake that is near Mexico City. The lake itself has been mostly filled in order to create space for housing.  Today there is only a small part of this lake preserved. This is why there are not many axolotls left today: they have no place to live.
